The Canadian Consortium on Neurodegeneration in Aging (CCNA) delivers the Dementia Research Strategy of the Canadian Institutes of Health Research. The CCNA is made up of 370 dementia experts and 17 partner organizations, including the Alzheimer Society of Canada (ASC), who develops supports and services for the 564,000 Canadians and their care partners living with dementia.
